Go to the SU Australia fundraising website​

​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​  

Open a web browser (such as 
Chrome or Safari). 

In the address bar, type 
https://fundraise.su.org.au and press 
Enter.  

The SU Australia fundraising 
homepage will appear.  

 

 

On the homepage you will see 
two large buttons. Click 
Fundraise for SU (the blue 
button). You will now be taken to 
the page where you can choose 
the SU ministry you want to 
support.

Find the program or ministry you want to 
support​ ​ ​ ​  

 
On the search page, look for the filter options near the top of the screen.​
 You can choose from areas such as SU Experiences, Chaplaincy, Religious 
Education in Schools (REIS), or other SU ministries.​
 Click the option that matches the program you want to fundraise for.​
 
In the search box, type the name of the program and press Enter, or click the 
small magnifying-glass button. 
​
 A list of matching results will appear below.​
 
Scroll through the results until you find the correct program 
​
Click the blue View button to open the fundraising page. 
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Register to create your fundraising account
​  

1.​ You will now see the page describing the SU program.​
 

2.​ Scroll down until you see a section called:​
​
 Support Your…………​
 

3.​ Click the Register button.​
 

4.​ A form will appear asking for 
your details.  

Fill in: 

○​ First Name​
 

○​ Last Name​
 

○​ Email Address (this 
becomes your login)​
 

○​ Password (choose 
something you will 
remember)​
 

5.​ Some fields like mobile number or date of birth may be optional and can 
be skipped if you prefer.​
 

6.​ You will be asked whether you want to receive updates from SU.​
 Choose Yes or No based on your preference.​
 

7.​ Click Next Step.​
 

Your account will now be created automatically. 

Open your fundraising dashboard 
After registering, you will be logged into your account. 
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You will see a small menu on the left side of the screen. 
This is your dashboard, where you manage your 
fundraising page. 

Common menu options include: 

●​ My Dashboard  overview of activity and is the key 
location for all your settings​

 
●​ Edit My Page  change your page details​

 
●​ View My Page  see what supporters see​

 

Click Edit My Page to personalise your fundraiser. 

 

Personalise your fundraising page 
On the Edit My Page screen you can customise your fundraiser. 

Set your goal 

You will see a Fundraising Target box.​
 Enter the amount you hope to raise (for example, $1,000).

 

Change your page address (optional) 

You may see a Personal URL field.​
 This is the web link people will use to donate.​
 You can leave it as is or make it easier to read. 
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Tell your story 

Scroll down to the update or blog section and click Edit. 

Write a short message explaining: 

●​ Why you are supporting this ministry / service / program   
●​ Why it matters to you 
●​ How donations will help young people​

 

Simple and personal messages work best.

 

Add a photo (optional) 

In the Gallery section, click New Image to upload a photo. 

Photos help people feel connected to your fundraiser. 

Save your changes 

Click Save Changes or Update Details when finished. 
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View and share your fundraising page 
1.​ Open the left menu again.​

 
2.​ Click View My Page.​

 

This opens your public fundraising 
page; this is what donors will see. 

Your page will show: 

●​ Your fundraiser title​
 

●​ Your fundraising goal​
 

●​ Progress toward the goal​
 

●​ A Donate button​
 

Share your page 

1.​ Copy the website address from the browser’s address bar or head to the 
Get Sponsors Option in the Menu.

The easier you make it to click the link, the more support you are likely to receive.

For Email / Newsletters: 

Subject: Partner with me to support young people! "Hi everyone, I’m raising 
funds to support the work of SU Australia. You can join me in making a 
massive difference in the lives of young people through school chaplaincy, 
life-changing camps, Religious Education in Schools, and a variety of 
programs aimed at helping young people thrive! I’ve set a goal of [Goal 
Amount], and I’d love your help to reach it. You can make a difference by

REIS (Religious Education in Schools) 
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Social/Email: "I’m passionate about giving students a safe space to engage 
with the Bible, explore faith, values, and life's big questions. I'm fundraising 
to support SU Australia's Religious Education in Schools (REIS) program. 
Help me support our REIS teachers by donating today: [Link]" 

Short Hook: "Help students engage with the Bible and explore faith and 
the life’s big questions!

2. Chaplaincy  

Social/Email: "School chaplains are a vital, listening ear for students doing 
it tough. I’m raising funds to support the vital work that SU chaplains do in 
our local schools. Your support helps ensure that young people can 
continue to access the social, emotional, and pastoral care they need, when 
they need it most. Partner with me to bring hope to our young people:

3. Missions (Beach Missions / SU Missions) 

Social/Email: "I’m raising funds to support SU Australia beach and 
community-based missions. These programs create safe spaces for kids 
and families to engage with Christian faith and have the time of their life. 
Help me reach my goal: [Link]" 

Short Hook: "Reach children and families in local communities! I’m 
fundraising for SU Australia beach and community-based missions. Check

4. Camps  

Social/Email: "SU camps offer young people a sense of community and 
belonging, while exploring life’s big questions. I'm raising money to support 
SU camps to give young people the opportunity to grow in resilience, make 
lifelong friends, and to learn about the good news of God’s love for them.
